Year 2

In Year 2 children will continue to develop pleasure in read-
ing, motivation to read, an increased vocabulary and an im-
proved level of understanding. They will also be expected to
show an understanding of the books that they can already

read accurately and fluently and those that they listen to.

Model clear reading with fluency and expression daily.
Share your opinions about the book you are reading
together and clearly explain why you think a certain way.

Listen to the news together and discuss child appropriate
events.

Read a range of texts with your child— newspapers,

recipes, fiction, non—fiction, poetry, leaflets, brochures...
